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Ethics
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Study the principles of ethics and the process of promoting ethics regarding

to virtue, bad, rightness, error, justice, value, obligation and responsibility according to good

living approaches. Integrated processes of philosophy, ethics and religion are included to apply

for sustainable development of morality and good life promotion in society.
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Personality and Competency for Early Childhood Teachers
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Study of personality; importance, personality development for early childhood

teachers. Techniques of building human relationship and teachers’ core competency.
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Early Childhood Teacher Profession
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Study of definition, importance and characteristics of early childhood professional
teachers. Building up the awareness, love, and faith in the teaching profession. Moral scruples
about being early childhood teacher profession. The code of professional conduct, self
development in accordance with professional standards, and the approaches to the early

childhood teacher evaluation.
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Morals and Ethics of Teaching Profession
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Study good governance, honesty and integrity; moral and teachers’

professional ethics as well as those indicated by the Teachers’ Council of Thailand.
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Teaching Profession and Being a Professional Teacher
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Study definition, significance of teachers and teaching profession ; teachers’
working state, characteristics, and professional standards; establishment of teachers’ spirit, and
positive attitudes towards teaching profession; teacher-student relationship to support learners’
capacity; laws related to teachers and teaching profession; knowledge management on teaching
profession; well-rounded in content knowledge and teaching strategies that enable new

innovations, search and use the information to keep place with the changes for continuous

progress creation and professional development.
